Zortman

This quirky, but historic little mining town is nes-
tled in the Little Rockies just above Landusky. One
of the favorite activities for visitors here is panning
for gold. Candy and John Kalal, the proprietors of
the Zortman Garage and Motel will give you guid-
ance on this fun and sometimes rewarding activity.
This little town sits in the heart of some of the
more colorful history of Montana. Lewis and
Clark named this range in 1805. Gold mining
arrived in 1884. Kid Curry and his Wild Bunch
homesteaded nearby and left a number of graves
with stories to tell behind them. As you drive into
Zortman, you will see the old jail still standing.

Pike Landusky, founder of the town that
bears his name, was so mean that the
townsfolk buried him twelve feet under
and piled rocks on his grave just to make
sure he didn't get out.

H Our Lady of the Little
Rockies
Hays
This shrine was erected in 1931 by Father B. Feusi S.].
and Tom Flack, (a German Immigrant), in honor of
the Virgin Mary. Inside is a hand-carved statue of
Mary, an exact copy of the miraculous one in the little
Swiss town of Einsiedeln. Mass is celebrated in this
shrine on the Saturdays of May.

In the little Swiss town of Einsiedeln lived an aged and
holy wood-carver who had great devotion to the
Blessed Mother of God. Towards the close of his life, he
desired to carve a statue in honor of our Lady. He
spent many laborious but happy hours praying as he
carved and making each stroke an act of love for Mary,
the mother of God. A few days after the statue had
been completed, this holy man died. When his friends
came to dispose of his belongings, they saw this beauti-
ful statue and, not wishing it to remain the natural
brown of the wood, they decided to paint it and then
put it in the village church. That evening many neigh-
bors came to the house of the old wood-carver to watch
his two friends paint the statue. The face and arms of
the child Jesus and his blessed mother were tinted a
delicate pink, the robe of the divine child was colored
white and Our Lady’s mantle was made blue. When
the work was completed all left for their homes. Late
the next day the neighbors came to move the statue to
the church. Great was their surprise to find that all the
paint had fallen in tiny flakes around the foot of the
statue and the image of our lady and her divine son
was again just as it had left the hands of the old wood-
carver. The people realized this miracle was our

Blessed Lady’s way of showing her appreciation of the
holy man’s loving work and her desire that the statue
should-remain as he had carved it.

H St. Paul’s Mission

Hays
Est. in 1886 by the Jesuit Fathers under the authority
of Fr. Frederick Ebbschweiler S.J. on Sept. 14, 1887 the
Ursuline Sisters opened a boarding school for the
Native Americans of Ft. Belknap. The year 1936 saw
the Franciscan Sisters assume the duties of Ursulines.
The Jesuit volunteer corps have been sending their
members to St. Paul’s since 1969. The Dominican
Sisters arrived in the fall of 1973, on Dec. 5, 1973. A
fire razed the school building. The last high school class
graduated in 1974. Since then an elementary school
has been staffed and maintained through the combined
efforts of these men and women. Sister Clare Hartman
S.E. is the resident historian of this area, having
arrived in Aug. 1939. Sister M. Giswalda Kramer
O.S.E (1903-1988)—after serving 46 years at the mis-
sion is in death. A guardian angel of St. Paul’s School.

T Zortman Mine
